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I was recently visiting with some 

friends of mine about the challenges 

being faced by the church today.  One 

of my friends said, ñthis is a time 

when we truly have to trust in God.ò  I 

jokingly said, ñYes I know, I hate 

those times!ò  But the truth is, these 

times are good times.   

 

Throughout the Old Testament God 

was constantly reminding the Hebrew 

people that the battle was not theirs 

but His.  Rather than trusting in their 

own strength and ingenuity, they were 

called to put their faith in God.  Re-

markably, when they did so God al-

ways came through.  God was the one 

who led them through the dessert 

when they had absolutely no idea 

where they were going.  I believe that 

is the kind of trust that is required of 

Godôs people today.  It is often when 

we stop trying to figure things out and 

allow God to simply lead us that we 

begin to move forward.  Our church, 

our family, our selves; these are all 

areas of life where God calls us to 

trust.
